WORKSHOP ON CAREER GUIDANCE AND

ATTITUDINALDEVELOPMENT

For the advance of any community, educa-
tion is the only way. But unfortunately the
Muslims have been the most backward in
this respect.

In Dakshina Kannada especially, rarely
does a Muslim youth think beyond a Gulf
visa or his father's business. Lack of
proper guidance in the opportunities avail-
able for an educated youth and strong moti-
vations are always said to be the reasons
for this pathetic state.

Keeping this in mind, the 'vocational ser-
vice wing' of the Bearys Welfare Associa-
tion, organised a oneday workshop in
Badnya College, Mangalore on 24th July.
The response was overwhelming. A total of
31 students studying in B.Com, B.Sc ,
B A, 11B, BBM, D.Pharma, Dip. Engg
and PUC in various Marmgalore Colleges
like Badriya, Aloysius, Canara, Besant,
Govt. College, SDM law College, and out-
station colleges from Surathkal, Mulki,
Puthur, Madikeri, and Moodbidre partici-
pated. Also a number of working youth at-
lended this programme.

'The Career guidance programme' was
conducted by Mr. Ahmed Ayub, Deputy
Regional Director, Staff selection Commis-
siot, Bangalore 'and "Attitudinal develop-
ment workshop” was conducted by Mr.
Umar Teekay, President, The Bearys Wel-

fare Association, Bangalore. A wide ranging
subjects like Higher studies, Job opportuni-
tics in private & public sector, Central &
State government and also a number of areas
like Communication, Human relation, Posi-
tive thinking were dealt with during this 6
hours session, held between 10.30 AM and
5.00 PM.

The Programme was held under the aegis of
SIO Mangalore, with the active support of
Sanmarga group. The lunch & tlea were
sponsored by Dr. Habib Rehman of Unity
Health Complex. Saibeen group had spon-
sored the publicity. Mr. Rahim Teekay of
Teekays Mangalore not only sponsored the
course material but also assisted in the logis-
tics of the programme.

The organisers had originally felt that there
may not be a good responsc for this kind of
programme. They had also wamed us that
even if there is a good attendance io begin
with, after lunch it .will drop down drasti-

cally. But belieing all our anxiety, ndt enly

did such a large group register for the
programme, they also attended the entire
programme of 6 hours without a single
dropout. That too with what greai enthusi-
asm!!

May one consider this as the begifining of a
new awakening in our community?

Dr. Wahab's painstaking documentation of
the history of Muslims of Dakshina Kannada
brought out elegantly in the form of a book of
the same name, has hardly received the re-

While the Kannada daily '"Mungaru'
brought out a full length 2 pages article based
on this book on 10/7/1994, a ntnmber of papers
like "Hosa Sanje', 'Islamic Voice', etc brought
out reviews of this book.

This book is indeed a pioneering work in this
area. Needless to say the author deserves all
the encouragéntent and support from the edu-
cated Muslims of Dakshina Kannada. Besides,
this book which gives a clear insight into our
own history is quite a collectors item and
worth possessing.

Dakshina Kannada district of Karnataka rep-
resents a polyglot culture with languages bear-
ing a stamp of religious exclusivity.

A small minority like Muslims, who represent

not more than 18 percent of district's population
(Which stands at 35 lakhs currently) is the
subject of discussion for Wahab Doddamane in
"Muslims in Dakshina Kannada".

The author has chosen to restrict himself to
history, language, culture and customs of the
Muslims. The book makes an exhaustive survey
of history of Muslims in the district insofar as it
devotesnearly two-thirds of its pages to trace the
fortunes of Muslims over the centuries.

-History of Dakshina Kannada is so inextricably

entwined with that of Malabar that one finds it
extremely difficult to offer anything different
from what Rolland Miller does in "Mapilla
Muslims of Kerala". However special effort in
documenting conditions of Muslims in
Mangalore, and of course in areas north of it,
during the Portuguese, Hyder Ali. Tipu Sultan
and British era are noteworthy.

And with regard to the Beary Muslims who are
said to comprise 80 percent of the Muslims of
DK, the author does not go beyond making just
a cultural profile. This component of the com-
munity warranted a thorough assessment of
problemsand prospectsespecially inthe changed
context of the political geography of the region.
Distinctive linguistic profile of the community
endows its individuals with certain advantages
that can be tapped for the benefit of the entire
Muslims of Kerala and Karnataka.

The author must be credited for his excellent
documentation. He gives an account of various
communities such as Dacknees, Bhoras, Shias,
Memons and Nawayaths and also lists promi-
nent Muslim personalities, institutions, mosqucs

dargahs and madrassas.
